2. Alist of all honors and other distinctions you have received.

3. Alist of all extracurricular activities and/or volunteer work in which you have been involved (church,
school or community)

4. Write a 300-word maximum paragraph for each of these three questions:

a. What challenges have you overcome to attend college?
b. What are your educational and career goals and how will this scholarship help you achieve
them?
c. How will your education impact the Native American community?
5. Please include a heartfelt thank you to our scholarship donors.

Select a current digital photograph (in jpg format) from your computer files that can be uploaded on to the
application. Photos are shared with scholarship donors so a headshot is preferred. Note: the file must be in
jpg format.

Obtain a digital copy of a document that verifies that you are an enrolled tribal member. If you are applying
as a descendant of a tribal member, obtain digital copies of birth certificates and enrollment information.
These documents must be uploaded from your computer files on to the application (combine multiple
documents into one document for upload purposes).

4. Select “Complete Scholarship Application” and complete the application. Native American students
will be applying for both the TCU and Full-Circle scholarships by completing one application. Non-
Native students will only be eligible for the TCU scholarship.

5. Upon selecting “submit”, you will be able to answer the three questions, above. After submitting a final
time, you can verify that your application has been sent by receiving an on-screen message thanking
you for submitting the application. You will also receive an email from AICF at the address you
provided in the application.

e The TCU scholarships are chosen by a local committee which will choose awardees for both Fall and
Spring awards by the end of September each year. Students who are not enrolled for Fall will need to
complete their application by January 31 to be considered for a Spring scholarship.

e Full Circle scholarships are decided by the American Indian College Fund near the beginning of Fall
semester, and are more competitive as they are not awarded in-house. The priority deadline is May 31
each year for the following school year, although you can still apply and be considered for a Full
Circle scholarship up until January 31 for your current school year. You should receive an award letter
via U.S. postal mail or a denial letter via email from AICF Full Circle.

e NOTE: If you have already received your maximum amount of financial aid for the semester, it may be
required that we use your award funds to pay down any loans you may have borrowed or adjust other
financial aid you have received.

The EPP/MSI Undergraduate Scholarship provides funds for two years of undergraduate
study to rising junior undergraduate students majoring in Science, Technology, Engineering
and Mathematics (STEM) fields that directly support NOAA's mission. Participants conduct
research at a NOAA facility during two paid summer internships. Since 2001, 219 students
have completed the program and over 75% go on to graduate school.

Students attending Minority Serving Institutions as defined by the US Department of
Education (Hispanic Serving Institutions, Historically Black Colleges and Universities, Tribal
Colleges and Universities, Alaskan-Native Serving Institutions, and Native Hawaiian Serving
Institutions) are eligible to apply for the program.

Important update: Starting in 2019, U.S. nationals are eligible to apply for the EPP/MSI
Undergraduate Scholarship Program.

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, internships and planned events, such as scholar
orientation and the scholar symposium, may be held virtually. The Office of Education will
review precautionary guidelines provided by the CDC in advance of events and internships,
and will notify scholars when a decision is made whether to hold them virtually or in person.

About the program

e Students receive awards valued at up to $45,000 in total support (including travel
and conference participation) during their junior and senior years.

e Students complete an 11 week paid summer internship and training at NOAA in
Silver Spring, MD, between May and July of the first summer. During the second
summer, students complete a 10 week paid internships at NOAA facilities across the
country. Students are paid a stipend and receive a housing allowance during
summer internships.

e Student scholarship recipients attend a two-week orientation at NOAA in Silver
Spring, MD, and begin their first summer internship in early June.

e At the end of both summer internships, students present the results of their projects
at an Education and Science Symposium in Silver Spring, MD (travel expenses
paid).

Eligibility

Applicants must be U.S. citizens or U.S. nationals.

Must be currently enrolled as a full-time 2nd year student in a four-year academic
program; or transferring from a two-year to a four-year institution; or a 3rd year
student in a five-year program.
